I would like to take a moment of your time to introduce you to something exciting going on in your community, the Greater Things Community Restoration Project.  Greater Things is a non-profit Christian based home restoration/improvement project based out of Solid Rock Church in west Fort Worth, Texas.  This project is designed to meet the needs of those in our community through free home repair projects such as roofing, painting, wheel chair ramps, access  steps, yard clean-up and general carpentry.   The repairing of homes through volunteer efforts and donations will provide hope to our community, enhance the beauty and value of our neighborhoods, and create a visual reminder to those who live in this community that greater things are possible when we give of ourselves for the sake of others.  

In order to select the most pertinent needs to this project, applicants are required to provide financial information, affirmation of ownership and repair information via a standard application.  The applications are processed, prayed over, sorted according to need and project viability.  The homes are selected depending on the scope of the project, the resources available and number of volunteers.

This year’s work will be the week of June 10 - 15.   The opening service and orientation will be on Sunday afternoon, June 10 at Solid Rock Church, 121 Verna Trail North, Fort Worth, Texas. The construction will begin Monday morning, June 11 and will continue through Friday afternoon, June 15.  Each work day begins with breakfast, followed by a team meeting and prayer to prepare for the day’s work.  Individual teams then head out to the different job sites to spend the day working in the neighborhood.  The day concludes with a corporate gathering to share a meal and enjoy a time of worship.  All meals will be provided for those who volunteer. 

This project is supported 100% by the community through donations of money, food, construction supplies and labor.  Each volunteer pays a $75 registration fee to help offset the cost of t-shirts and food expenses insuring that all donations are directed to the projects and to those in need.
