Construction Volunteer Options
Crew Chief

Non-Construction Volunteer Options
Crew Encourager
The Crew Encourager at construction projects serves as an assistant to the Crew Chief, and serves as counsel for the Crew Chief and encourager of the crew The Crew Encourager is an adult who is appointed by the Project Coordinator.
First Aid Coordinator
The First Aid Coordinator is trained and certified in basic first aid. The person filling this position is chosen by the Project Coordinator to provide basic first aid as need for the injured and ill participant at the project.
Ministry Supervisor
The Ministry Supervisor is appointed by the Ministry Coordinator to direct and assist crews in their work at ministry sites.
